PX Pharmacy, Refill Distribution Center undergoing changes
FORT BRAGG, N.C. – The pharmacy located at the North Post Exchange will temporarily close Sept. 30 for remodeling. 
The Refill Distribution Center on Glider Street will close Oct. 9 to move to the North PX.
The PX Pharmacy will reopen as the Refill Distribution Center Oct. 13 and serve as the new, temporary location for refill prescription pick-up. The new refill site will open in 2016 at a location to be determined.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Prescriptions phoned in to the Refill Distribution Center after 10 p.m. on Oct. 7 can be picked up after 1 p.m. on Oct. 13 at the new location in the North PX or at an alternate site chosen when placing the order through the refill call line. 
“We appreciate everyone’s patience as we transition refill services to pharmacy at the North Post Exchange,” said Col. Jorge Carrillo, chief, Department of Pharmacy, Womack Army Medical Center. “We will continue to provide quality refill service at the new location and offer a variety of ways for patients to pick-up their prescriptions.” 
Current PX Pharmacy patients are able to continue picking up their prescriptions at Fort Bragg through the following means:
· Providers can enter prescriptions directly into the Electronic Prescribing System at DoDFTBRAGGePhcy. All prescriptions can be picked up the same day at the Main Outpatient Pharmacy at Womack Army Medical Center. If the provider electronically prescribes your prescription to the main outpatient pharmacy, the prescription will be ready when you arrive
with little to  no wait in line.  
· Patients can place hard copy prescriptions in the drop box at the PX pharmacy for next day pick-up. Prescriptions placed in the box Monday through Thursday before noon will be ready for pick up at the PX location after 1 p.m. the next day. Prescriptions placed in the box after noon on Thursday will not be available for pick up until after 1 p.m. on Tuesday. 
· Patients may also bring their prescriptions to the Main Outpatient Pharmacy for same day processing.
