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Free Developmental Screenings

 Educational and Developmental Intervention Services (EDIS) and the Fort Bragg School will provide free developmental screenings for all military family members from birth through 60 months.  These screenings are scheduled for  April 14th at the Ardennes Neighborhood Center and on  April 16th at the Lodge at Linden Oaks from 8:30 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. 

 The purpose of the screening is to determine if your child’s growth and development are appropriate for his/her age.  You and your child will meet with a developmental specialist who will conduct the screening and be available to answer any questions you may have about your child’s development.  The results will be explained at the end of the screening.
